Adekayode "Ky" Fernando Adeyemo, age 70, of Glen Burnie, passed away
peacefully on April 7, 2025, after a brief illness. 

 

Ky touched down on this earth August 18,1954, in Ann Arbor, Michigan, to Dr.
Adeleke Adeyemo and Valda Iola Adeyemo (nee Tudor). Ky lived a life that
echoed the meaning of his names: Adekayode (the crown brings joy),
Fernando (Bold Voyager or Adventurous), and Adeyemo (the crown befits the
child). 

 

A dynamic individual with a life rich in cultural experiences, music, and
personal growth. Ky spent his childhood in Barbados, Nigeria, and the US,
where he attended the Key School in Annapolis and the University of
Michigan. Ky was a gifted musician and lyricist. He was the keyboardist,
bassist, and background vocalist for Starpoint, co-writing their hit “Object of
My Desire”. He also co-wrote the chart-topping “Girl You Know It’s True” for
Milli Vanilli. 

 

Beyond his musical achievements, Ky deeply cherished his role as a father to
his twin daughters, Symone and Ciara "CC". He found joy in their childhood
through games, teaching, and sharing his music, and later became a close
friend and confidant, connecting with them every Sunday to discuss life,
music, and sports. 



Ky will be lovingly remembered for his amazing hugs, kindness, creativity,
generosity, joy and his unwavering support for the Washington Commanders
(formerly known as the Redskins). 

 

He is survived by his twin daughters, Symone and CC (Ayron); his partner,
Toni; his sister, Yewande (Tom); his brother, Kunle (Jess); his nieces, Ensley,
Ayla, and Quinn; his nephew, AJ; and his late father's wife; Lanre. He is
preceded in death by his parents, Dr. Adeleke Adeyemo and Valda Adeyemo.
